Objective:  To recognize post-secondary students demonstrating outstanding dedication and 

leadership to fellow students and to their community.

Eligibility  An applicant must: 

Criteria:   

1. be a Canadian citizen or permanent resident and be an Alberta resident: 
students will be considered a resident of the province where they last spent 
twelve (12) consecutive months before the start of their full-time studies, or 
where their parents or a parent lives, or is married to an Alberta resident. 

   2. be enrolled full-time (a minimum 60% course load) in a post-secondary 
program at a designated Alberta institution in the year of nomination; 

   3. display commitment to one or more of the following areas: 

• student government 

• student societies, clubs or organizations 

    In addition, candidates may demonstrate active involvement in either student 
organizations at the provincial or national level or active involvement in non-
profit community organizations; and 

   4. be recommended by the Selection Committee within the candidate's 
institution. 

Nomination/Selection 

Procedures  Applications are submitted to the Selection Committee at each institution, and 
then forwarded to Alberta Scholarship Programs.
